* | ocation (where they ARE, not where they are FROM)

* Actions > [estar] + (-ando) or [estar] + (-iendo)

e Condition (physical or mental state of a person or thing: sick, tired, etc.)

* Emotions (how they are feeling: happy, sad, excited, bored, etc.)
