H] potencial simple (The Conditional)

The conditional tense in Spanish is really a breeze to express.
Simply add the endings ia, ias, ia, iamos, iais, ian to the infinitive form of
any verb (with a couple exceptions, of coursel).

For example:

Hablar Comer Vivir
Yo hablaria Yo comeria Yo viviria
Ta hablarias Ta comerias Ta vivirias
El/ella  hablaria El/ella  comeria El/ella  viviria
Nosotros hablariamos Nosotros comeriamos  Nosotros viviriamos
Vosotros hablariais Vosotros comeriais Vosotros viviriais
Ellos/ellas hablarian Ellos/ellas comerian Ellos/ellas vivirian

Yo hablaria contigo en la fiesta. (I would speak with you at the party.)
Comeriamos las enchiladas el jueves. (We would eat the enchiladas on "Thursday.)
Ellos vivirian en mi casa la semana proxima. (They would live at my house next week.)

*There are some verbs that undergo a small stem change in the conditional.
*These stem changes take place no matter who is doing the action.

Tener =» Tendr Caber =2 Cabr Venir = Vendr
Querer = Querr Saber = Sabr Decir =» Dir
Poder =» Podr Salir =» Saldr Poner = Pondr
Hacer = Har Valer = Valdr

*FYI, the future and the conditional share the exact same stems for the
irregular verbs mentioned above.

Yo podté ir contigo a la fiesta =» I will go with you to the party.
Yo podria ir contigo a la fiesta =@ 1 would go with you to the party.

Ellos haran la tarea antes de acostarse = They will do homework before going to bed.
Ellos harian la tarea antes de acostarse = They would do homework before going to bed.
