Formal Commands: (Ud. and Uds. forms)

*For this tense, take the present tense “yo” form, then drop the “o”.

Then, for “-ar” verbs, add the present tense “-er” ending (the opposite ending).

Or, for “-er” and “-ir” verbs, add the present tense “-ar” ending (the opposite ending).

Examples:
Speak Spanish. =» Hable Ud. espafiol. (or) Hablen Uds. espafiol.

Eat the bread. =2 Coma Ud. el pan. (of) Coman Uds. el pan. Irregulars:
Write a letter. =% Escriba Ud. una carta. (or) Escriban Uds. una carta. | 4. 3 4¢/den

ser =» sea/sean
Do the assignment. =» Haga Ud. la tarea. (or) Hagan Uds. la tarea. ir =» vaya/vayan

Be careful. =» Tenga Ud. cuidado. (or) Tengan Uds. cuidado.

Affirmative Informal Commands: (Ta form)
*For this tense, simply use the he/she (é1/ella) form of the verb in the present tense.

Speak Spanish. = Habla espafiol.

Negative Informal Commands: (Tu form)
*For this tense, simply add an “s” to the formal command form.

Examples:
Don’t speak Spanish. =» No hables espafiol.

Don’t eat the bread. =>» No comas el pan.
Don’t write a letter. =» No escribas una carta.

Don’t do the assignment. =» No hagas la tarea.
Don’t be mean. =» No seas antipatico.

Present Progressive Tense: (“-ing” actions in the present tense)
*For this tense, use the present tense of the verb “estar” + present participle.

Present tense of “estar” Present Participles:

estoy To add ““-ing” to an “-ar” verb, drop the “-ar”’ and add ‘“-ando”
To add ““-ing” to an ““-er” verb, drop the *“-er” and add *‘-iendo”
To add ““-ing” to an “-ir” verb, drop the “-ir’’ and add “-iendo”

Imperfect Progressive Tense: (“-ing” actions in the past tense)
*For this tense, use the imperfect tense of the verb “estar” + present participle.

Imperfect tense of “estar” | Present Participles:

Yo estaba To add “-ing” to an “-ar” verb, drop the “-ar” and add “-ando”
To add ““-ing” to an ‘““-er” verb, drop the *“-er” and add *‘-iendo”
To add ““-ing” to an “-ir”’ verb, drop the “-ir’’ and add ‘“-iendo”

Present Subjunctive Tense: (Present tense actions containing uncertainty)
*This formation of this tense is similar to that of formal commands.

Begin with the present tense “yo” form. Then, drop the “o0”.

Then, for “-ar” verbs, add the corresponding “-er” ending.

Or, for “-er” or “-ir” verbs, add the corresponding “-ar” ending.

Examples:
I hope that you speak Spanish in class. => Espero que hables espafiol en clase.

I want them to eat the bread. = Quiero que ellos coman el pan.
I doubt that she lives in Rogers. =>» Dudo que ella viva en Rogerts.

I hope that you do the assignment. =>» Espero que hagas la tarea.
I want us to be careful. = Quiero que tengamos cuidado.
I doubt that Pedro will go to the party. =» Dudo que Pedro vaya a la fiesta.

Past Subjunctive Tense: (Past tense actions containing uncertainty)
The imperfect subjunctive of all verbs is formed by dropping the “-ron” ending of
the third person plural of the preterite tense and adding the following “-ra” endings:

l.os verbos reflexivos

Reflexive verbs have two parts — a verb & a reflexive pronoun.
1.) The verb is treated and used just like any other verb.
2.) The reflexive pronoun simply goes in front of the verb.

Take the verb “bafarse” for example.
“bafar” is the verb and “se” is the reflexive pronoun.

To use “bafiarse” in a simple sentence, conjugate “bafiar’” to go with the person doing the
action (bafio, bafias, bafia, bafiamos, bafiais, bafian)

= Yo bafio

TG bafias =P FEl bafia *=PNosotros bafiamos

= Vosotros bafiais =P FEllos bafian

Then, place the appropriate reflexive pronoun (me, te, se, nos, os, se¢) in front of the verb.

= me bafio =Pte bafas =Pse bafia =Pnos bafiamos =P os banais =Pse bafian

* In Spanish, the subjunctive normally occurs in dependent clauses
introduced by a conjunction or a relative pronoun.

Forming the Present Subjunctive

The present subjunctive of most verbs is formed by dropping the ending —o of
the 1% person singular (yo form) of the present indicative and adding the
tollowing endings:
