Verbal presentation: Conjugating regular verbs

Your presentation needs to be a scene acted out by a group of 2, 3 or 4 students, which makes use of the Spanish you have learned so far this semester. Each member of the group must have a speaking part, and each member of the group must meet the requirements below. There will be a group grade for the skit presented in class; help each member of your group to do their part well, as this will help you all.
The goal of this presentation is for you to demonstrate that you are able to:

1) conjugate regular verbs, and

2) use them correctly in sentences.

· The skit should include at least one example of each subject pronoun, with a conjugated verb:

yo, tú, él or ella, usted, nosotros or nosotras, ellos or ellas, and ustedes.
· The skit should include as many examples of regular verbs in their conjugated forms as you can reasonably include; I expect no less than four different –ar verbs, and four –er or –ir verbs. Verbs left in the infinitive DO NOT COUNT (e.g., Me gusta cantar is not a conjugated use of cantar.)
· The skit should include as many of the vocabulary words as you can reasonably fit into the story.

· The skit may be about any topic, as long as it is appropriate and demonstrates the abilities in spoken Spanish that are described here. HINT: The easiest topic to cover would involve “a day at school,” but you are free to use your creativity to come up with other ideas.

The verbal portion will be graded using this rubric, with some additional points for overall impression:

	Completeness


	Subject pronouns were not used enough, or only 1 or 2 forms were used (for example, only yo and tú are used in skit).
	Most of the subject pronouns were used, but some were left out completely 

(for example nosotros or ustedes is never used at all)
	 Each subject pronoun used at least once; some are used many times, depending on the story.

	
	The same –ar verb was used and conjugated throughout; only one  

–er or –ir verb used and conjugated.
	Two or three different –ar verbs were used and conjugated; two or three 

–er or –ir verbs were used and conjugated.
	Four or more different –ar verbs were used and conjugated; a total of four –er or –ir verbs were also used and conjugated.

	
	Minimal use of vocabulary words, and/or none of the phrases learned in class are used.
	A few vocabulary words used, taken from the one or two of the chapters. A couple of phrases learned in class may have been used.
	Excellent use of vocabulary, taken from the entire semester; use of words and phrases studied in class, and possibly some not studied in class.

	Correctness
	Verbs consistently conjugated incorrectly; poor understanding of verb conjugation demonstrated.
	A few small errors in verb conjugation, but are either self-corrected or only occur with a specific verb or a specific form of a verb.
	No major errors in verb conjugation. Skit clearly demonstrates understanding of how verbs are conjugated.

	Clarity
	Presenters are very difficult to hear or understand; sentences don’t make sense, or story is not clear.
	Presenters are sometimes hard to hear or understand; sentences and story are mostly clear and understandable.
	Presenters are always easy to hear and understand; sentences are clear, and story makes sense.

	
	Pronunciation problems are severe enough that it becomes difficult to understand the skit without reading the written script.
	Several errors in pronunciation are made while reading skit, but were self-corrected or were consistent errors.
	Skit was read or spoken out loud with excellent attention to pronunciation

Your skit needs to also have a written script. Both your verbal performance and written script will each need to meet the expectations described. As long as both the script and the performance demonstrate your understanding of verb conjugation, you don’t need to follow the script word for word. You are free to read your lines or memorize them or act out your part loosely based on the script. 
Your group must turn in one complete copy of a written script. I strongly recommend writing out one copy of the script to turn in, with each person’s name next to each of their spoken lines, and then use additional copies for your performance if needed. If you need to describe stage directions or actions taken by the actors, you may use English, or you may draw out a storyboard.

	Completeness


	Subject pronouns were not used enough, or only 1 or 2 forms were used (for example, only yo and tú are used in skit).

	Minimal use of vocabulary words, and/or none of the phrases learned in class are used.
	A few vocabulary words used, taken from the one or two of the chapters. A couple of phrases learned in class may have been used.
	Excellent use of vocabulary, taken from the entire semester, or using words and phrases not studied in class.

	Correctness
	Verbs consistently conjugated incorrectly; poor understanding of verb conjugation demonstrated.
	A few small errors in verb conjugation, but only occur with a specific verb or a specific form or a verb.
	No major errors in verb conjugation. Skit clearly demonstrates understanding of how verbs are conjugated.

	Clarity
	Written sentences do not make sense, or story is not clear.
	Sentences and story are mostly clear and understandable from the written description.
	Written sentences are clear, and story makes sense.

	
	It is not clear who is speaking, and/or no actions are described. 
	It is not always clear who is speaking or acting out each part, and script would be difficult to understand without seeing the skit acted out. 
	It is easy to tell who is speaking or acting out each part, and script would still make sense if it was read without seeing the skit.
